“Resentment Kills a fool, and envy slays the simple.” (NIV)

* That’s why FORGIVENESS is so important!

4. An Unsupported LIFESTYLE.

* Very few people are really SELF-STARTERS.

That’s why the Bible says:

“Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their
work: If one falls down, his friend can help him up. But pity the man
who falls and has no one to help him up.” (Ecclesiastes 4:9-10, NIV)

“And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good
deeds. Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing,
but let us encourage one another - and all the more as you see the Day
approaching.” (Hebrews 10:24-25, NIV).

How passionate are you about getting to know God? About knowing Him
and your purpose? Are you lukewarm and just going through the motions?

Look at this promise from God’s word:

“He will keep you strong to the end, so that you will be
blameless on the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. God, who has
called you into fellowship with his Son Jesus Christ our Lord,

is faithful.” (1 Corinthians 1:8-9, NIV)

* God never GIVES UP on us!

* One way that we can begin to get “recharged” and start rekindling the
passion for Christ in our lives is to recognize some “PASSION KILLERS.”

1. An Unclear PURPOSE.

It's something you'd rather be
doing than anything else. You wouldn’t give it up for money because it
means more to you than money.”

2. An Unbalanced SCHEDULE.
